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Abstract

Hermeneutics may be forms of innovated meanings, or discovering 

knowledge backgrounds that will proscribe both innovated meanings and 

backgrounds norms to reject one another. But it depends on the ability to 

rationalize all that innovations via the normative logic of the incubating culture 

in such a way to avoid any discrepancy. This is still in practices since poetry 

abandoned its archetype and adopted a new poem closer to prose than to poetry , 

this prose poetry of meaning  moves, ones, between ego, community, 

systems and belief, and another time, between  internal ontological awareness 

and the external one. Thus, norms are obliged to follow or they are rejected. The 

argument of this innovating shift is that each era has its own distinctive tool, i.e. 

the prose poetry is a response to the spatiotemporal conditions. However, this 

argument is weakened by   its sureness of the inevitability of transcendence to 

making new norms for what is a constant.
